This section summarizes and organizes previous studies related to the research topic.
You may organize the literature based on:
· Themes
· Research methods
· Chronological order
· Key concepts
For each study include:
· Author(s) and year
· Study objective
· Methodology
· Key findings
· Relevance to the topic
The aim is to present what is already known about the topic.

DISCUSSION
This section critically analyzes and interprets the studies reviewed. You should compare similarities and differences among studies, identify major trends or themes in the literature, evaluate strengths and limitations of previous research, highlight gaps that still need further investigation, explain how the literature relates to the topic of the review. This section moves beyond summarizing and focuses on critical analysis of the literature.
